Fine Wines

Dark garnet in color and nearly black at the core, the wine opens with concentrated aromas of ripe blackberry and wild blueberry, 

delicate notes of red raspberry and lavender, and a fresh waft of crushed slate. The silky entry is intense with cassis, black cherry and 

bitter chocolate, yet bright with red cherry and plum, grounded by notes of crushed stone.

This is a blend of all five red Bordeaux varieties, with Cabernet Sauvignon taking the lead position at 65% and Merlot following at 22%. It 

shows classic characteristics of tart red currant, dried herb and cigar box within a full-bodied richness that's seamlessly smooth.

Though Cabernets Sauvignon and Franc each make up just 3% of this wine, they seem to show themselves aromatically, with herb and 

floral notes that provide the backdrop for Merlot's cocoa and cherry. The red fruit flavors are plump and juicy, backed by bright acid that 

leads to a long, fruit filled finish.

This bright, ripe red Bordeaux combines complex berry aromas with suppleness and power on the palate. Notes of red fruit intertwine 

with gentle tannins which are balanced by a juicy acidity, making this wine exceptionally food friendly. 

Blend: 60% Merlot, 40% Cabernet Sauvignon

Generations is a Bordeaux-style blend created to honor our family's past, present and future. The fruit is night-picked from our estate 

vineyards in Yountville and aged in new French oak barrels. Aromas of black cherry, coffee bean and blueberry segue to a full-bodied 

wine with a long finish of ripe berry and toasty crème brûlée.

An enticing deep garnet red color in the glass. On the nose there are complex notes of blackberry tart, clove, cinnamon, and cocoa, along 

with dried black currants. The mouth has a soft supple entry, youthful crisp acidity, juicy plum and rich bright red fruit notes, all 

complemented by loads of fine grain tannin and an under-layer of dried black currant.

The 2013 Cabernet Sauvignon Affinity is succulent witha generous personality, filled with plenty of sweet redcherry, spice and new 

leather. This Bordeaux-style blend stands up to rich fare ... think Filet Mignon or roasted rack of lamb. But its natural elegancealso gives 

it an affinity for more subtle dishessuch as roasted chicken or pasta Bolognese.

Fresh blackberries, plum skin and fresh juniper berries intermixed with dried strawberry and sandalwood. Swirling brings up ripe black 

currants, baking spice and creme de cassis. The palate is dense and polished with superfine tannins and great length. It's 

mouthwateringly fresh with ripe but restrained fruit and terrific presence.

Luxurious dark cherry, boysenberry, blackcurrant and black fig aromas, with scents of oak toast and dark chocolate, introduce layers of 

rich, deeply concentrated flavors of blackberry, boysenberry, fig, currant and fresh cherry. A round, plush mouthfeel, leading to a long, 

savory finish marrying rich boysenberry fruit, French oak spice and a hint of dark chocolate. 

"From Michael Mondavi’s portfolio, this affordable Cabernet is concentrated in red berry and savory leather, a nod to the small amounts 

of Syrah and Petite Sirah that are included in the blend. French oak provides a hint of vanilla and cardamom, while the medium-bodied 

palate and attractive finish is washed in coffee."

Depth and layer upon layer, black cassis, dark cherry, tobacco leaf and morels. Then, pushes on to a full palate, that is savory, mineral 

driven and earthbound. Smooth, long, compelling... in a word: harmonious.

Dark, vibrant purple and red hues present in this wine. Blackberry and black plum aromas combine with graphite, espresso, dark 

chocolate, mocha, cedar, and white pepper. Flavors of black plum, black cherry and currant interminglewith dark molasses and a light 

vanillin oak with dusty finegrain tannins. 

Aromas are opulent with ripe black plum, currant and blackberry, anise, espresso and toasted oak, as well as a subtle thread of crème 

brûlée. A rich, dense profile follows with flavors of cassis and plum, ripe black fruits, espresso, mocha and molasses, with a fine French 

oak influence. This is a deep, structured wine with excellent fine-grained tannins.

The Estate Cab displays immense density on the palate, filling the mouth with dark brambleberry fruit, and more earthy notes of rock 

and mushroom. The extended barrel ageing perfectly integrated round oak tannins into the wine which combine with stunning natural 

acidity to create a lasting finish.

Unity Cabernet boasts lively aromas of dark cherry, plum and dried rosemary that lift from the glass. This wine is plush on the palate, 

offering notes of blueberry, black cherry, dark chocolate and roasted coffee bean. Finishing with powerful, lingering flavors of dark 

roasted espresso and ripe blackberry jam.

This wine includes 8% Petite Sirah and smaller amounts of Petit Verdot, Syrah, Zinfandel and Merlot, fleshing out a rich, full-bodied 

embrace of chewy tannin and extracted blackberry and brick tar. Let it hang in the glass awhile and swirl a time or two to get it to speak.

Louis Martini's 2014 Napa Valley Cabernet Sauvignon is a dark burgundy color and has deep layers of aromas and flavors that include 

blackberry, blueberry and black current. Rich and full-bodied, this superbly balanced wine has an expansive mid-palate and a long finish.

Showing class and style, the nonvintage Taittinger Brut La Francaise Champagne offers stunning richness while exhibiting excellent 

overall balance. The winery notes, "(this wine) contains a higher proportion of the finer Chardonnay grape than other nonvintage 

Champagnes, giving elegance and freshness to the wine." 

In the glass, the wine displays classic notes of raspberry jam, mocha, and a subtle hint of baking spices. After a few minutes, the bouquet 

opens to reveal lush aromas of toasty cedar, creme decassis, and fresh blackberry. A complex interplay of sweet French oak, subtle 

earth, and a chewy minerality that devoted Montelena fans will instantly recognize. 

The nose opens with bursts of green apple, toasted brioche, honeysuckle and lemon cream pie. The palate is full yet bright, offering a 

pleasant viscosity and subtle notes of clove and tropical fruit. The clean finish adds an exclamation point with elegance.

Focused, piercing aromas of pear, lemon zest and cut grass with a flinty, chalky mineral edge. Crisp apple and lime juice on the palate 

broadens to ripe melon and white peach. Linear entry expands to layers of ripe stone fruits, almond and nutmeg. Electric acidity brings 

focus and balance to the persistent smoky finish. Serve at no cooler than 55 degrees.

Aromas of vibrant pineapple, stone fruit and stone fruit jump out of the glass. Fresh Meyer lemon zest shines throughout with just a 

subtle hint of French oak to soften and round out the wine. Opulent flavors of peach and guava dominate this classic Sonoma 

Chardonnay. Hints of Meyer lemon and apricot flavors, coupled with French oak make for a well-rounded Chardonnay.

Fragrant aromas of sweet black cherry, raspberry and rose petal introduce the rich, pure fruit of this fresh and lively pinot noir. Dense 

mid-palate flavors of ripe black cherry, red cherry, strawberry and plum, supported by fine, supple tannins, offer a layered complexity 

and glide into a round, long finish highlighting bright raspberry, cherry and mineral tones.

This vintage is loaded with aromas of lemon and lime, and accented with hints of Bosc pear, caramel, oak spice and the familiar, flinty, 

mineral notes that are a defining characteristic of the Les Pierres Vineyard. The citrus flavors of grapefruit and lime are complemented 

and balanced with toasty, caramelized oak, and spice.

The Firepeak Chardonnay leads with bright flavors of crisp apple, pear, and pineapple. Aromas of citrus and tropical flavors highlight the 

complexity of flavors that run throughout. Great acid structure and minerality create a beautifully textured and balanced wine.

This splendid Puligny Montrachet is luxurious and elegant with white flower and lime on the nose and a mineral-driven, chalky palate 

that is luscious and lingering with hints of salinity.

The ripeness of the vintage is readily apparent as pineapple and stone fruit burst from the glass during the first pour. Fresh melon, along 

with cinnamon, nutmeg and myriad baking spices follow suit as the wine begins to warm and its aromatic opulence comes into focus. 

Chardonnay Monte Vallon is a white wine from the Pays d’Oc in Southern France. This wine has peachy pineapple aromas combined with 

buttery, toasty notes. It’s a 100% Chardonnay produced by LGI wines which offers a seductive and generous white wine produced in the 

Languedoc region, Southern France.

A beautiful straw color in the glass opens to enticing aromas of cream and honeysuckle that mingles with vanilla spice. Flavors of 

butterscotch, crème brûlèe, pineapple, and mango bring this rich wine to life. The Arsonist is big and creamy, yet welcoming in its 

nuanced synthesis of flavors.

Black amethyst in color, this wine opens with sultry aromas of boysenberry, violet and vanilla. Velvety and plush upon entry with intense 

flavors of black cherry and dark chocolate, it is lifted with fresh acidity and savory notes of grilled rosemary into an everlasting finish. 

Extraordinary in its depth, complexity and concentration, this wine requires time and patience.

Cool ocean breezes between the Sonoma Mountain and the Petaluma Wind Gap trap coastal fog just before harvest to ensure slow, and 

evenly ripened fruit. Oak-inspired spice with a soft yet lively acidity.

Hallberg Ranch shows both an extroverted and introverted nature. Cool fruit and spice shape the wine. It is medium to light bodied. This 

vintage possesses finesse and power with layers of berry, forest floor and oak spice. The wine is graceful with new world qualities and a 

character reminiscent of old-world charm.

Classic coastal hi-toned Pinot aromas: Bing cherry, fresh strawberry jam, rose petal, complex grassy/herbal elements, anise and 

evergreen. Real beauty to the wine, subtle and tightly coiled. Expands, darkens and deepens in the glass – violet, black tea and black 

cherry. Volume builds with layers of flavor and texture. Crisp apple skin finish with lingering bergamot complexity.

This exceptional vineyard, more than 35-years-old, brings a wealth of subtle details to a wine that has both grace and power. There's 

truffle, earth, mocha, plum, spice, coffee and on and on it goes, all well integrated already. Drink now if you must, or cellar and drink 

from 2022 to 2030.

It is deeply colored with aromas and flavors of strawberries and raspberries joined by anise and clove in mouth filling intensity.

Like all Au Bon Climat wines, this is a food wine. In its youth, match this wine with lamb or dried meats. After a few years, as the flavors 

coalesce, it will pair better with salmon or mild red sauce with pasta.

The first impression starts in the nose with deep, dark fruit aromas of cola and cassis, followed by a touch of cedar wood complexity 

accented with hints of cola, tobacco, licorice, and baking spices. Classic red fruit flavors of Bing cherry and wild strawberry greet the 

palate, followed by barrel spice and dark chocolate.

An estate-grown vineyard-designate, this impressive offering is smooth in cherry, berry and clove, with wisps of black pepper dancing 

around its edges. The finish is long and spicy. It's complex yet fun, and will do well at the table though it's also easy enough to enjoy on 

its own.

 Quite possibly this has the largest production of any single Oregon Pinot Noir, which makes the quality even more impressive. A bit in 

the vein of a Beaujolais, this offers Gamay-like flavors of red berry and wild cherry. It's broadly fruity and forward on the palate, with 

zippy acidity that punches through the finish.

Fragrant aromas of sweet black cherry, raspberry and rose petal introduce the rich, pure fruit of this fresh and lively pinot noir. Dense 

mid-palate flavors of ripe black cherry, red cherry, strawberry and plum, supported by fine, supple tannins, offer a layered complexity 

and glide into a round, long finish highlighting bright raspberry, cherry and mineral tones. 

A blend from Jim Clendenen’s own Le Bon Climat Vineyard and the Bien Nacido Vineyard where his winery is located, this bottling shows 

candied red cherry, star anise, fennel and sagebrush on the earthy but fruity nose. The palate combines fresh thyme and other wild 

herbs with tart Montmorency cherry—bold flavors wrapped in a delicate package.

Aromas of youthful blackberry, mocha and spice. On the palate, dense, ripe flavors of black fruits, pepper and savory notes. Soft tannins 

and long expansive finish. The dark, savory and bold characteristics of this wine make it a great pair for lamb, game, stews, marinara 

sauce, polenta, mushroom and truffle pasta and hard, aged cheeses.

Dark garnet red with purple hue. Intense aromas of ripe blackberries and blueberries, crushed graphite and earthy notes, underlying 

deep tones of dark chocolate and espresso with hints of vanilla and toasty French oak.

The nose of this bottling from winemaker Tyler Thomas is simultaneously delicate and voluptuous, with strawberry, plump plum, 

crushed slate and pepper seasonings. The palate is focused, with fresh red fruit, a rocky structure and strong thyme, marjoram and sage 

characteristics. Soft and delicious, it finishes with a dried strawberry kick.

Brilliant red in color, this Pinot Noir has great clarity. Strawberry and tart cherry absolutely leap from the glass. This wine is just loaded 

with an array of exotic spices. The complex nose leads to bold flavors of red fruits, the most notable being rhubarb. Hints of fresh cream 

and bright cherry jam round out the flavor palate.

Bright aromas of apple, tropical fruit and baked bread, which intermingle with hints of lemon blossom, vanilla wafer and baked pear. 

Candied citrus, green apple, apricot, and pineapple vibrate on the palate, which ends clean and refreshing with a quenching drive.

Flavorful, complex and dry, making it both versatile with food and delicious by itself as an apéritif. The character of the wine is most 

strongly influenced by bright, flavorful Pinot Noir grown in Carneros, Anderson Valley, and the Sonoma and Marin coastal areas. A few 

small lots of Pinot Noir are fermented in contact with their skins to add depth and subtle color to this unique sparkling wine.

A golden color, distinctive of black grape varieties. Very fine bubbles. On the nose, it has a beautiful aromatic complexity, ripe fruit and 

spicy aromas, with hints of roasted apples, apple compote and peaches. On the palate, there is a subtle combination of structure, length 

and vivacity. The bubbles are like velvet. Flavors of pear, brioche and spicy aromas, notes of fresh walnut.
